Secondly, the WTO should invest in technology infrastructure that not only
meets the needs of member states but also provides robust cybersecurity measures to protect
sensitive information and maintain the integrity of the dispute resolution process. This could
include developing a centralized ODR platform that is accessible to all member states,
regardless of their technological capacity. Additionally, outreach and training initiatives should
be developed to enhance the technological proficiency of nations, particularly developing
countries. This would facilitate greater participation in ODR processes and ensure that all
parties can effectively access and utilize available resources. Lastly, the WTO should engage in
active dialogue with stakeholders—including businesses, legal experts, and civil society
organizations—to develop culturally sensitive practices that respect diverse approaches to
dispute resolution. By considering cultural dynamics and fostering inclusive processes, the
WTO can enhance the legitimacy of ODR within the international trade framework.

However, its existing
mechanisms need to adapt to ensure fair and efficient resolution of online disputes. The
emergence of Online Dispute Resolution in the context of the WTO represents both a challenge
and an opportunity.
