Ushbu maqolada O‘zbekistonda tumanlar darajasida iqtisodiy taraqqiyotni kuchaytirishga 
qaratilgan zamonaviy texnologik sanoat zonalarini (TTEZ) tashkil etish masalalari ko‘rib chiqilgan. Tadqiqot 
O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Prezidentining 2023-yil 11-sentyabrdagi PF-158-son Farmonining asosiy sanoat 
tarmoqlarini rivojlantirish va hududiy sanoat salohiyatidan to‘liq foydalanishga qaratilgan 48-maqsadidan kelib 
chiqqan holda amalga oshirildi. Tadqiqotda Xitoyning maxsus iqtisodiy zonalari va Janubiy Koreyaning erkin 
iqtisodiy zonalarida qo‘llanilayotgan xalqaro ilg‘or tajribalarni tahlil qilgan holda obzor metodologiyasidan 
foydalanilgan.

Countries like China 

and South Korea have successfully implemented models of industrial and economic zones that 

have significantly contributed to their rapid economic growth and technological advancement. 

By analyzing and adapting these models, Uzbekistan can develop a strategic approach that 

aligns with its unique economic, geographic, and social context. 

Methodology and literature review. The methodology used in this article is primarily 

a review method, where international best practices from countries like China and South Korea 

have been analyzed. The research examines how these practices can be adapted to the Uzbek 

context, focusing on the critical elements necessary for establishing successful technological 

industrial zones. This involves a detailed analysis of the strategies employed by these countries, 

including policy frameworks, institutional structures, incentives, and infrastructure 

development [2].

Since its 

inception in the 1980s, China’s SEZs have been instrumental in transforming the country’s 

economy from a predominantly agrarian society to a global industrial powerhouse. These zones 

have attracted massive foreign direct investment (FDI) and created millions of jobs [3]. 

Discussion and results. China carefully selected the locations of its SEZs, prioritizing 

regions with existing infrastructure or the potential for development.

Furthermore, a focus on fostering innovation and technology within these zones will help 

Uzbekistan build a resilient and competitive industrial base [7]. 

Insights from South Korea: Free Economic Zones (FEZs) as Innovation Hubs. 

South Korea’s experience with Free Economic Zones (FEZs) highlights the importance 

of creating environments that support innovation and R&D. Since the early 2000s, South Korea 

has developed eight FEZs, which have become critical drivers of economic growth. Integration 

with Academic and Research Institutions: South Korea’s FEZs are closely linked with 

universities and research institutions, creating a pipeline of talent and fostering a culture of 

innovation. This integration has attracted high-tech industries and multinational corporations 

that are keen to leverage the skilled workforce and cutting-edge research [2]. 

The Korean government invested significantly in the infrastructure of its FEZs. This 

included high-tech facilities, efficient transportation networks, and state-of-the-art 

telecommunications systems. The infrastructure has been a critical factor in attracting 

investment and supporting the growth of high-tech industries. Like China, South Korea offers a 

range of incentives to investors in its FEZs like tax breaks and subsidies. These incentives are 

aimed to attract specific industries, particularly those in technology and innovation. Uzbekistan 

can learn from South Korea’s approach by ensuring its TIZs are not only industrial hubs but 

also centers of innovation. Establishing partnerships with local universities and research 

institutions will be crucial in creating a talent pool that can drive technological advancement. 

Additionally, investing in high-quality infrastructure will make these zones more attractive to 

investors, particularly in high-tech industries. While the experiences of China and South Korea 

offer valuable lessons, it is essential to adapt these practices to Uzbekistan’s unique context. 

Factors such as the country’s geographic location and socio-economic conditions must be 

considered when developing TIZs [3].
